Students should bring a $25 Entrance Exam fee and several #2 pencils. CALCULATORS WILL NOT BE ALLOWED this year. Carmel Catholic High School will administer the HSPT Entrance Exam.  

Testing begins promptly at 8 a.m. Students should be picked up at 12:30 p.m. Students who sit for the Entrance Exam at Carmel Catholic on January 14, 2012, are the only students who will be eligible for consideration for partial academic scholarships toward Carmel’s tuition.  Students who score in the 98th and 99th percentile locally, are awarded a partial scholarship for their freshman year at Carmel Catholic High School.
